Ruminations

knowledge about what we are drinking.  A good ex-
ample is my relatives.  85% of them know nothing
about beer, except for brand names like Corona, Na-
tional Bohemian and Miller Lite.  OK, OK, there is a
little poetic license here, since 15% of them are chil-
dren  and an additional 15% don’t drink beer.  At
any rate, I hope that the remainder gained a little
appreciation of beer at our recent family reunion in
Mountain View.

No.  My relatives just typify the general
American public, with a preference for light, undis-
tinguished beer.

Actually a few relatives may start drinking more
microbrews.  And, on the plus side, most of my

and releasing the bottles for better beer.  Also, only
two bottles of the Corona and one bottle of Miller
Lite remain, and only one bottle of Boon Pertotale
Faro Ale was consumed.  Actually, I shouldn’ t rag
on my relatives too much -- after all, none of them
liked my altbier, which shows they have some ability
to distinguish bad beer.

What’s the bottom line to this rambling?  If you are
reading this you probably know more about beer than
99% of the population.  Why not share this knowl-
edge and enthusiasm with them?  Not in a beating-
them-up or condescending way, but by gently open-
ing their eyes to the amazing world of beer and
brewing.
